Ibert Likhanov studied the state of orphanhood in the USSR

and gathered a lot of appalling evidence. He started to share

his worries and views with people close to those in power. One
of such people happened to be his old friend, Victor Pribytkov, an
assistant to the member of Politburo Mr. Chernenko. The conver-
sations they had together were not lost on Victor. When Mr.
Chernenko became General Secretary of the Communist Party of
the Soviet Union, Victor urged his friend Albert Likhanov to write
a letter to his boss. The General Secretary ordered Heydar Aliyev
(back then, member of Politburo and First Deputy of the Chairman
of the Council of Ministers of the USSR) to draft a decree of the
Central Committee and the Council of Ministers.

A few months later — resistance, fight and victory! With invalu-
able help from Mr. Aliyev the decree literally changes the state of
orphanhood in the country.

Albert Likhanov was f}II*iends with Heydar Aliyev until the last
days of this bright man. The Children’s Foundation pays due
respect to the first big state decision in modern history to better
orphanhood.

n spring 1987 Nikolay Ryzhkov, Chairman of
the Council of Ministers of the USSR, invited
A. Likhanov to the Kremlin. Mr. Ryzhkov’s
wife, Lyudmila, took part in their conversation.
The meeting went on for 3 hours 40 minutes and
became historic for the Foundation. First, the idea
of creating a Children’s Foundation was well
received. Second, it was clear that it was work in

progress, and required continuation, a new decree of the
Central Committee and the Council of Ministers on orphan-
hood was needed.

A. Likhanov made a speech at Raisa Gorbacheva’s ‘work-
shop’, whose guests were wives of members of Politburo and
secretaries of the Communist Party Central Committee. He
also wrote a letter to the General Secretary, Mr. Gorbachev.

In summer 1987, a new state decree was being drafted.
A. Likhanov was asked to speak on the state of childhood at
the meeting of the Council of Ministers of the Soviet Union.
His speech reflected reality, far from bright and problem-free.

Then he was invited to make a speech at the meeting of
Politburo of the Central Committee of the Communist Party
of the Soviet Union. For the first time and the last time in the
history of the party, at Politburo meeting a writer was not
speaking about literature, but about a critical social issue.
The General Secretary suggested A. Likhanov headed an
organizing committee to establish a Soviet Children’s'
Foundation named after V. Lenin.

That was an uneasy journey, yet this journey helped to

build a solid foundation for what we know today as the
Children’s’ Foundation.

the final draft and the work was
accomplished in  1989. Albert
Likhanov, Chairman of the Russian
Children's Foundation, on behalf of
the Soviet people gave an offial sup-
port to the project on November 10,
1989, at the UN Third Main
Committee during the finalizing of
the Convention. He called his speech
«the Constitution of Childhood».
When the Convention was signed by
the UN General Assembly, the Soviet
delegation did not deliver any speech-
es thus finding sufficient the prelimi-
nary speech by Albert Likhanov.
Mikhail Gorbachev, President of the
USSR at the time, was to be present at
the General Assembly but he did not
come, so USSR Minister of Foreign
Affairs, Eduard Shevarnadze, signed

the USSR as soon as possible. As a
result, the USSR and China became
the first biggest countries to ratify this
Convention. The USA has not ratified
the Convention till the present day.

Supreme Soviet of the USSR ratified
the Convention on June 13, 1990. It
came into effect on the territory of the
Russian Federation on September 15,
1990. All the countries former members
of the USSR adopted the Convention
ratified by Supreme Soviet of the USSR.

Soviet Children's Foundation gave
its highest award Leo Tolstoy's Gold
Medal to Adam Lopatka, Supreme
Judge of Poland, and to James Grant,
UNICEF Executive Director, to com-
memorate their outstanding input into
creating the Convention on the Rights
of the Child.

resolved was that how to minimise the number of
children under age of three at the orphanat group throgh
out the Soviet Union. The essence of the problem was
that the number of children up to three years old
reached 15 to 20persons in every orphanat groupe. And
only two nurses could provide them with services and
attention. Naturally the children experienced dramatic
lack of the both things: services and attention they real-
ly needed. So to correct the situation the SCF decided
to form new group for the children under age of three
and two hire nessesary number of nurses. The cost of
project was 2 million 950 thousand rubls and precisely
the SCF was the only institution in the whole country to
carry out these expenses during two years.

Big plants, and there are a lot of them, always need all type
of skilled workforce from engineers and operators of complex
machinery to doctors and teachers. Back in the Soviet times,
the social system of the so-called «<monotowns» (a town with
one plant/factory where most of the town’s population work)
was shaped and maintained by the plant or factory. What if
children who are left with no parents for various reasons could
become ‘foster kids’ to such a plant? They will be raised and
educated, plus trained for a job at the plant; or the plant spon-
sors their education at university and offers them work and
accommodation when they graduate. Thus, here we speak of
full and strong support for children which unlike general care
and support from the state is more direct and personal from the
plant/factory and those individuals who work there.

The Head of the Foundation suggested this idea to Lepse
Electric Machinery plant in the city of Kirov. The plant liked
the idea. The project was launched, land was allocated and
the Foundation even built an access road.

However... The country changed, local authorities did not

have money for the construction work and the project,
in which the Foundation had already invested big money,
was never carried out.
A similar project was abandoned in Kharkov.
Still, the Foundation believes that under new
conditions, such an idea may be revived
and translated into reality.

It is only following the emergence
of the Children’s Foundation that they have received a defender. The
Foundation held an All-Union Meeting of small age inmates in Kiev. Hundreds of
people have come to attend it. The Foundation addressed a proposal to the gov-
ernment to consider these already elderly people on a par with the participants in
the last war, to grant benefits to them. Success has not come at once. Twice the
government issued its decisions, and the Foundation bore all expenses to assist
those people, giving them papers of inmates, the Union of former small age
inmates of the fascist concentration camps worked at the Foundation. Later, this
Union, following the consent of the Foundation, was turned into an independent
public organization. But the Foundation was the first who drew the attention of
society to the people who had suffered great privations in their childhood.

n December 7, 1988,

the whole world was

shaken by an earth-
quake unprecedented by
its dimensions which took
place in Armenia. In sever-
al minutes 80% of the
buildings were destroyed
in Spitak, Leninakan,
Kirovakan and neighbor-
ing villages, hundreds of
thousands of people
remained without shelter,
scores of thousands per-
ished. One day later the
IL-76 aircraft ofthe Soviet
Children’s  Foundation
loaded with humanitarian

assistance, first of al
clothes and footwear,
already landed at the

Yerevan airport. The team
of the Foundation led by
its chairman  provided
clothes and shoes for the
children, saved from the
ruins, flying them to safe
locations, searching for
children who lost their
parents.

Armenia, the Foundation pro-

posed to the Soviet government to
create an airborne children’s hospital
«Aibolit». The airborne hospital was to
respond to all types of disasters — earth-
quakes, floods, fires. The government
supported the idea. The Ministry of
Defense, the Ministry of Healthcare and
Soviet aviation industry took part in
the project.

The concept to marry aviation and
medicine was something new and the
designed airborne hospital was one-of-
a-kind. The airborne hospital was to be
multipurpose. Its design was based on
that of a heavy cargo aircraft IL-76, thus
it could transport medical personnel
and a modern field hospital of 100 beds
to any place in the world to provide
medical help to children. On unloading
the airborne hospital the aircraft could
serve for evacuation purposes as a pas-
senger carrier, taking onboard up to
120—150 children and taking them to
any destination. Moreover, the aircraft
had all the necessary equipment and
pre-packed medical kits to take onboard
the wounded and provide first aid and
emergency care in the air.

his action was held for three years in a row — from 1988 to

1990. Each summer for 90 hottest days the doctors from vari-

ous regions of the country came to the aid of the dying children
in Central Asia and Kazakhstan. The Foundation paid for their busi-
ness trips, formed teams together with the Ministry of Public Health
of the USSR, and some time later instituted special positions — spe-
cial trusted doctors to be the main specialists at the ministries of pub-
lic health of the union republics and regional health departments.
The landing force looked like a fire brigade of an unusual size.
At first, 2000 doctors came out to assist, then — 1500 doctors were
out to help, and thirdly — 3000 doctors offered their help.

Only during July-August of 1989 in the hot region of the
Soviet Union 3 600 less children died in the first year of their life
as compared with the previous year.

The child death rate in the country on the whole has sharply
dropped. Thanks to the work of field medical specialists from the
Foundation and the Ministry of Healthcare, infant mortality rates
went down by 16% across the country; and mortality rates
among children between 1 and 2 years old went down by 55%.
The Foundation has spent nearly 3.5 million rubles on this work.

which happened before the Foundation
was created. Hence, one of the Foundation’s
plenary meetings was held in Minsk. Sometime
later, a photo of the panel of the plenary meeting
appeared in Life, an American magazine. In the
photo members of the clergy, public officials, «a
great mother> Antonina Khlebushkina and
George Cohon from Canada sit next to each
other. Everyone looks serious in the photo
since the Foundation’s teams gathered for a
meeting after visiting the cities of Mogilev and
Gomel, as well as a clinic specializing in treat-
ing children victims of the Chernobyl disaster.
On that day, the clinic received the status of

Children of Chernobyl’, launched in
1988. Within the framework of this
program, children who suffered from
the disaster are given comprehensive
help, first of all physical treatment and
rehabilitation.

In 1988, the Belarus Ministry of
Public Health with the help of
Children’s Foundation and sponsors
set up  Children’s Radiation
Protection Center, purchased medical
equipment (for US $300,000), and
financed the training of 27 doctors
abroad. 230 children were given med-
ical treatment abroad.

A Children’s Foundation’s pro-
gram ‘Solidarity with the Children of
Chernobyl’ made it possible to treat
more than 10 thousand children in 26
countries around the world.

famous cardiac surgeon, academician Burakovsky (now

deceased) suggested that a rehabilitation center should
be created by the Foundation for kids who had undergone
cardiac operations. That was an unexpected move since it
directly brought the Foundation into the health-care system.
However, still more unexpected was a proposal from Kurt
Weisshaupt, a US businessman and philantrhopist who pro-
posed that the Children’s Foundation together with medical
specialists should select kids throughout the Soviet Union
(now it is done throughout Russia) to be operated on at US
hospitals. That was how the Children’s Foundation launched
its «Gift of Life» program.

Thousands of application forms from sick kids were revei-
wed by doctors for primary selection, medical statements
were studied, and finally, kids arrived in Moscow to be final-
ly selected for operations in America — all those things have
been done by the Foundation for over ten years. A little later,
Russian kids were invited by American surgeons of Armenian
descent who set up a cardiac center in Yerevan. A total of 880
kids were literally saved from dealth. 1 200 kids who under-
went most complicated operations.

Nowadays, major heart surgery is performed in Moscow
as well. A. N. Bakoulev Scientific Center for Cardiovascular
Surgery does everything for kids in need of such treatment.

ue to political changes, on September 26, 1991, a general constituent meeting took
D place in Moscow and the Russian Children’s Foundation was born. The major deci-

sion on the necessity of the Russian Foundation had already been taken a year before,
same time the Organizing Committee was made which did a lot of preparatory work. The
peculiarity of setting up the Russian Foundation was that it had already been in existence
and active for 4 years before its official date of birth. In every republic, territory and region
of Russia there were branches of the Soviet Children’s Foundation named after V. Lenin
which carried on their work. Thus, it was more about bringing all of these units together
into an independent organization, the Russian Children’s Foundation. The Russian
Children’s Foundation, which had been active all this time, finally got the status of a legal
entity. The Board of the Foundation was not elected in Moscow, but locally. All the
branches elected those who would represent them in the constituent meeting as well as on
the Board of the Russian Children’s Foundation. This new way of electing members of the
Board was more democratic, while the traditional voting would take place at a general
meeting where everyone votes without knowing the candidates personally.

The Soviet Children’s Foundation handed over to the Russian Children’s Foundation
all the finances aimed for different programs going on in Russia — up to 100 million rubles.

A. Katolikov, Headmaster of a boarding school, People’s Teacher of the USSR;
A. Likhanov, a writer; Metropolitan Methodius of Voronezh and Lipetsk; M. Rakhmanova,
a pediatrician; and V. Semenko, a lawyer, were elected Cochairmen of the Russian
Children’s Foundation.

Next day there was a meeting of sovereign Children’s Funds from ex-Soviet republics at
the Soviet Children’s Foundation. The participants unanimously decided that with the set-
up of the Russian Children’s Foundation and with the transfer of most of the programs to
the sovereign Funds, the Soviet Children’s Foundation named after V. Lenin, would not
exist like it was. It had to be transformed into a union or an association of Children’s Funds
of sovereign member states. That was to be decided at the upcoming plenary meeting of the
Board of the Soviet Children’s Foundation. The preparations began.

In 1992, an International association of children’s funds was established. It brought
together all the independent Funds of sovereign states.

Thus, a self-contained organization included units of the Russian Foundation and foun-
dations of former soviet republics.

Each of the funds does its own work, what stays in common between them all — same
views on childhood.

Now the situation is different. Fund raising for pro-
grams is a special, difficult and thankless job. Having
refurbished the old Moscow mansion, following the per-
mission of the Mayor of Moscow a part of the means from
the sub-lease the IACF allocates for the implementation of
children’s programs. But there are also quite surprising
examples of cooperation and material assistance, For exam-
ple, the joint-stock company «Irkutsenergo» has trasferred
over a million rubles for the Program «Deaf Children» to
the Irkutsk Regional Branch Office. As a result of this
action all children of the region have received hearing aids.
And the company received the status and certificate of
«Children’s Foundation’s Sponsor General». That is why
the most efficient way of fund-raising is to promote a spe-
cific project of the Foundation.

Helas, all this or almost belongs to the past. And the
Foundation at all its levels, from the central board to region-
?1 o(iganizations, has been looking for new ways of drawing

unds.

And one more thing should be mentioned here. During
all the years of its existence the central board has been
spending a small percentage for its upkeep from the overall
sum of philanthropic aid and moreover, it did not spend the
gift money proper, but specially earned money depositing it
on a special economic account.

By boiling down all its expenses to the dollar equivalent,
as a result — at first the Soviet Children’s Foundation, and
later the Russian Children’s Foundation and the
International Association of Children’s Foundations, with-
out taking into account the funds of the TACF members,
working in the CIS countries, have collected and spent
324 million rubles in favor of the needy children.

Chechnya in 1996. The Children’s Foundation opened

accounts for 72 kids, who had bad gunshot wounds.
Adults were doing the fighting and kids were doing the suf-
fering. Each one of these children under wardship of the
Foundation, helas, will remain an invalid for the rest of their
lives which just began. Years went by, the destiny of those chil-
dren has not changed much, in any case, they have not become
healthier. But some of them were given complex operations in
Russian clinics, others at the expense of the funds collected for
them by the Children’s Foundation were taken abroad for
operations, still others received payment for artificial limbs,
new apartments and houses were bought for them or they sim-
ply received some money. The main assistance to the needy
children was offered by Joseph Kobzon.

It is easy to look at the photographs, which you see here,
even for the employees of the Foundation, who got used to
children’s troubles. And still, look at how these children have
changed: here they are just after getting wounded, and here
we see them several years later through which the
Foundation's supported them.

The Foundation is glad at the great force of life: no mat-
ter what pain the children we care for would feel, no matter
how difficult it was for them morally and physically, but still
life conquers. Slava Iglamov is already a post-graduate stu-
dent of the physics and mathematics department of the
Kazan University. Evelina Matveeva together with her next
of kin has acquired an apartment in Moscow for the money
collected by the Foundation. Those who were weak and sick,
look at the pictures, — now do not like either gloomy or help-
less, but confident that thee will always be kind people who
will give them a helping hand.

The
first phase is profound check of all chil-
dren who were at the boarding schools of
Russia, the second phase — medication or
surgery treatment and rehabilitation.
Participating in the program were: The
Moscow Helmholz SRI of Eye Diseases,
the Ufa SRI of Eye Diseases, the
Leningrad, Krasnoyarsk and Samara
centers of the microsurgery of the eye. In
1992 the action was completed. The

of the colonies for women. Often
these children had no bare necessities.
After Mozhaisk, the team of the
Children’s Foundation visited all
women’s colonies of the country from
Khabarovsk to Kaliningrad.

The second, more complicate part
of the program — this is assistance to
the children’s colonies. The children
who turn out to be there, — are vic-
tims of social changes, and not only of
their own lack of discipline. The juve-
niles who committed crimes are young
people who have to live a long life,
turn out to be in a position of unwant-
ed outcasts. The system of corrective
establishments alone is unable to exert
influence on these children in full
measure. That is why when the
Chairman of the Russian Children’s
Foundation visited the Atlyanskaya
colony in Chelyabinsk temple, he
came to the conclusion that Region,
and especially in its poor temple, that
a major role for these children must be
played today not by lectures and
morality, but spiritual redemption.
And the Orthodox Church can con-
tribute toward this.

At this
center, after undergoing cochlear implant surgery, the
kid together with a family member had a free rehabil-
itation course. The best teachers for deaf people or
people with impaired hearing and speech therapists
conducted the classes. Experts helped to fine-tune
sound processors and advised parents on the kid’s
rehabilitation in everyday life. At the Foundation’s
invitation, 130 children and their parents from dif-
ferent parts of Russia underwent rehabilitation at
the center over the two years.

Over this time, rehabilitation standards for
children after cochlear surgery were defined; all
the needed costs were worked out. The unique
experience was summarized in a special manu-

al with methodology instructions.

The operator is the International
Association of Children’s Foundations supported
by the Russian Children’s Foundation and its
branches as well as by CCTF (China Children
and Teenagers’ Fund). Under the project,
Russian children with infantile cerebral paralysis
undergo rehabilitation in China’s leading clinics.
The selection process for kids in need of rehabili-
tation involves an examination and an interview
conducted by a well-known Chinese medical
expert, Doctor Shi. Mr. Shi is a leading expert in
children neurology and surgery who specializes
in infantile cerebral palsy treatment.

During such examinations and interviews, a
lot of parents learnt that there is a chance for
their kid to significantly improve their health. In
Chinese tradition, the doctor gives parents a
detailed explanation of the kid’s diagnosis,
informs them on the causes of the illness and pos-
sible treatment. Chinese doctors use best in class
medical practices combining innovation and sci-
ence with traditional Chinese medicine.

cerebral paralysis in the best clinics of China and handing
over to Russia the unique equipment for treating such kids.
The partnership also fosters exchange programs for med-
ical experts and opportunities for Russian doctors to work
in China and learn from Chinese colleagues; workshops by
Chinese medical experts conducted in Russia at national
and municipal levels; medical conferences on traditional
European medicine and traditional Chinese medicine.

Russian kids have already had a chance to see the
major sights of China, and Chinese children have learnt
first-hand how beautiful Russia is. After undergoing
treatment in China, Russian kids with cerebral paralysis
can stand better on their feet. All Chinese medical insti-
tutions, which showed interest in the project, are visited
and inspected by members of the Russian Children’s
Foundation before signing an agreement. An applicant
clinic is put on the Foundation’s list of clinics recom-
mended for the project only if it gets straight ‘As’ on dif-
ferent parameters. The Foundation also takes on the role
of a sponsor by covering travel expenses for the kid and
an accompanying adult.

The two countries and the two organizations become closer.

Marina, her legs amputated, gave
birth to a son and a daughter. And their
family is really saved now.

This center has been the
organizer of the regional
readers’ conference on the
novel «Nobody», active
studies are conducted of the
publications of the maga-
zine «Guiding Star. School
Reading». Books were sent
to all school libraries in the
Arctic uluses of Yakutia. The
Foundation sends its pre-
sents to the burned-down
library in the Volgograd
Region and to other places
in Russia.

he «Admiration» prized is an international children’s
award. The Foundation has always professed: adults must
no stand above children, they should be on a par with
them. But there are cases when it is no sin to admire them too.

Sasha Gushcha, a girl from Belarus, the first to win this nom-
ination, has undergone more than 40 operations. The doctors
were ready to go on carrying out their lifesaving mission. Being
a baby, the girl nearly got burnt in a fire. However, her par-
ents (ﬁd not give her up, they ignited her genius — now Sasha
is a talented painter and a beginning poet. The US President
had made a special decision so that operations for this be made
there free of charge. And each year she has 3-4 most complicated
operations. Sasha is a true heroine, children of any country can be
proud of her. And they can proud and help her. As a prize Sasha
has received three thousand dollars from the International
Association of Children’s Foundations for her trips to America
and for life there during a period of several months.

Sergei Basalayev is the second laureate of this prize. He
was born with a heavy birth trauma. He can neither speak nor
move. However his parents have done everything to hel
him. With the help of the base of a builder’s helmet, to whic
a welding rod is attached, Serezha first began to communi-
cate with his next of kin, pointing to certain letters in the
alphabet, and later he mastered a computer. But the most
amazing thins is that when instead of the rod a brush would
be attached to the helmet, he began to paint with his head
expressive pictures, having undoubtedly artistic value. As a
prize the TACF has given a new computer to Serezha.

And the third hero is a small girl, Nastya Desyatkina from the
village of Pechyonkino, Bashkortostan. Early in the morning of
November 24, 2001, the 4-year-old girl was left with %)er
2-year-old brother and her 8-month-old sister. Her parents
together with her older brother went away, while the furnace was
burning. When the house caught fire, Nastya brought the kids to
safety and then came back for a bottle of milk for her sister.

T he Medal is adjudged for humanistic, selfless efforts for child-

hood protection, displayed in every sphere of human activity.
The history of this award is as follows.

The Association of literature workers for children and youth, which existed under the Union of the Soviet Friendship
Societies, founded it in 1987.

When the Soviet Children’s Fund named after V.I.Lenin was instituted, the Association of literature workers for chil-
dren and youth ceased to be, and its function to adjudge the Tolstoy’s Medal has got to the Fund.

Now, after the Soviet Children’s Fund was reorganized into the International Association of Children’s Funds, the
award is given by its Presidium. Every public or state structure, both home and from abroad, including individual scien-
tists or school, literature, and art workers, has a right to nominate the candidates.

The only condition is: the candidate’s contribution into the cause of childhood protection should be exceptional,

indeed.

Its director is A.Likhanov,
academician of the Russian
Academy of Education and the
Foundation’s Chairman. For many
years its Executive Director was
Dr. E. Rybinsky (pedagogical sci-
ences).

In general, the study of child-
hood as a social phenomenon in
Russia has not been actually con-
ducted. So that a scientific institu-
tion of the public organization —
this is the only research structure
which is busy with this topic.

The SRI
prepares its proposals for the leg-
islative organs of power, public
organizations, carrying out social
and legal policy and practice in the
field of childhood. Today, the
Institute of Childhood of the RCF
is developing a strategy for child-
hood in the 21st century, which
comes down to forming the
basis for a stable worldview of
a child based on the ideals and
principles of human rights, peace
and tolerance.

Another important aspect is to
develop from an early age a moral
immunity to an addicted behavior
(drugs, alcohol, as well as criminal
behavior and extremism).
